VWhat are the differences between mandatory schools (primary and secondary schools) and high schools?

In Japan, a total of 9 years of primary and secondary school education is mandatory, but High school isn’ t.
You can choose your High school, but you have to pass the entrance exam first. Even though you entered
the High school, if you have low grades and have a poor attendance record, you may not be able to move
up to the next year or graduate. To make your own dreams come true, which High school do you need

to go to? Do you know how much knowledge/score you need in order to get into the school that you want

to attend? Make sure you have enough information to make a wise decision!

(There aren’t any city (funded) high schools in Ibaraki refecture.)

-Basically, you study during the day on weekdays.

=You go to school every day to take classes.

-Most of the students are learning in this ZENNICHI style.

-In Ibaraki prefecture, there are 86 schools and 1branch school.
-Many of the ZENNICHI style schools have yearly advance systems.

-It takes 3 years to graduate.
-Classes are given in a certain time period.(in the morning, afternoon, or evening).

*You can have a job and attend the school.

-It takes 4 years to graduate in general, however some schools offer a 3 year-program.

= There are 12 public schools that offer TEIJI (Part time) system in Ibaraki

prefecture. (Takahagi, Hitachi Kogyo, Oota Daiichi, Mito Nogyo, Mito Minami,
Kashimanada, Tsuchiura Daiichi, Ishioka Daiichi, Ryugasaki Daiichi, Kukizaki,
Yuuki Daini, Koga Daiichi, High school )

* Usually you study at home. You don’ t go to school every day. -

You get credit by submitting reports, schooling, taking exams, etc.

-1t usually takes more than 3 years to graduate.

The amount of Tuition mentioned above is the average of some schools.

XThe amount of the cost can be changed.

XThere will be other charges for other fees such as membership for PTA, sponsors’ association,

students’ association, materials, school excursion,etc.
XYou need to buy both summer and winter uniform.

(Example) A uniform for summer version for a female student at a public school costs about
16,000 yens and winter version costs around 43,000 yens.
A uniform for summer version for a female student at a private school costs about 32,000
yens and winter version costs around 68,000yens.
Apart from the uniform, you also need to buy gym uniforms and more.
—Each school requires you to buy different things and prices vary. Make sure to check

the school information carefully!

X Itis also important to check the commuting fees. Most of the students have to go to school by bicycle,

but some schools allow students to use motorcycle.

X Student discount is available for bus and train commuter pass.
Gather enough information to be able to compare the fees to

make wise decisions. You have to go to school every day for 3 years!

You can see the big difference on fees between public and private schools.

If you would like to know about scholarships and student loans, you can find the information on page 33~38 !

Exemption of entrance fee— There are some schools that exempt entrance fees or other fees.

Make sure to prepare ALL the necessary documents with your guardians and the teacher at school.
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IV. Advice for foreign students who are applying for
Entrance Examination

I’ d like to advise on the entrance exam of foreign students based on my
experience as an international class teacher.
First of all, the task | always mention is the ability to read and write.
To extend this ability, students need to continue writing short essays and
reading Japanese books. There are many students who do not have the
ability to write and read, even they speak Japanese fluently.
Instead, students who like to read books have tended to develop the ability to write text and increase
vocabulary regardless of length of stay in Japan. So | recommend readingbooks.
Secondly, it is important to know the subjects that you have difficulty and the subjects you are good at.
In my opinion, among foreign students there were many students who have difficulty in studying as
planned.It is necessary to analyze in which subjects and how much scores you can get and in what
guestions you usually miss, and study those problems.
How much effort it takes, that's up to you! Good luck.

Q. What is the difference between TANGAN and HEIGAN?

A. TANGAN is applying for only one private school. HEIGAN is applying for a
private and a public high school or two private high schools.

Q. Can | take the entrance exam for various private high schools?

A. If the exam date is different, you may.

Q. How many public high schools can | apply to?

A. ONE. (If you failed the entrance exam, you may apply to other school for the second
recruitment).

Q. Can | apply to the same school for the second recruitment even though | didn’t pass the
first time?

A. You can apply only if that school offers the second recruitment. Not all the schools

offer the second recruitment, just the schools that need more students offer
the second recruitment.

Q. Will teachers give us advice about my son/daughter getting into his/her first choice of school?

A. We talk about it during NISHA MENDAN (Student-teacher meeting) or SANSHA MENDAN
(student-guardian-teacher meeting).
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
