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Shenzhen belongs to Guangdong Province, the People’s
Republic of China, and is located north of Hong Kong.
In 1980, it was designated as the first special economic
zone in China, and since then it has made remarkable
progress as an emerging city in a short period of time.
Today, it is one of the most modern cities in China with
high-rise buildings.

As of the end of 2018, its night time population is over 13
million and its total area is 1,997.47 square kilometers.
China’s largest events such as the International Cultural
Industry Fair in May and the Hi-Tech Fair in November are
held every year in Shenzhen.

Shenzhen and Tsukuba are similar in that they were both
developed systematically under national projects. In
recent years, Shenzhen has been focusing especially on
the high-tech industry among development of information
technology / consulting, financial, transportation, ana
logistics industries.

Shenzhen City proposed a friendship exchange in 1992.
After various mutual exchanges, the two cities signed

an official friendship city agreement in 2004. Recently,
companies from Tsukuba City have exhibited at the China
High-Tech Fair in Shenzhen and high school students from
both cities have communicated via online.
